AMERICANS WITH DISABILITIES ACT COMPLIANCE
POLICY

The Black Creek Village Library complies with the Americans with Disabilities Act,
Public Law 101-336 (ADA) and the Americans with Disabilities Act Amendments Act,
which prohibits discrimination on the basis of disability. The ADA, as applied to cities,
counties, and other local governmental entities, requires that no qualified individual with
a disability shall, on the basis of a disability, be denied the benefits of local government
services, programs, or activities.
